o Computer-based test: score of 213 with no subscore below 19

e Average score of at least 80 with no subscore below 80

e Average score of at least 85 with no subscore below 78

Advanced Placement English Language
For regular admission:
e Score of 4 or higher

International English Language Testing System
For regular admission:
e Score of 6.5 or higher

Michigan English Language Assessment Battery
e Average score of 80 or higher

SAT Critical Reading
e Score of 480 or higher
